Rules:

= No dogs allowed on trails. Prefer that dogs be left at home,
otherwise must be on leash in camp.

« All horses must be shod, all four feet. Hoof protection boots may be allowed but you must contact
Bonnie Snodgrass via phone or email ahead of time to discuss the use of boots. Trails are ROCKY.

» This is not a pleasure ride! It is a conditioning, training and educational ride for distance horses and
riders. All horses must be fit to travel at a good trotting pace for the distance and terrain selected and
must currently be in a conditioning program. Riding will be done in groups and riders and horses will have
to be able to cope with the excitement and behavior that may entail. Fit but novice/green horses are
welcome for the shorter distance ride and will ride with a smaller group and mentors. The pace will be
slower and calmer, focusing on training issues but WILL NOT be a pleasure pace.

* No late arrivals on Sunday. This is not a marked, go at your own pace trail. Riders must be able to stick
with guides. Please plan to arrive on Sat and camp over unless you can arrive EARLY on Sunday AM.

Meals: On Sat we will have a potluck dinner. Please bring a dish. On Sun morning we will provide
coffee/tea, otherwise plan to provide your own breakfast/lunch.

Basecamp is located in a spacious hayfield the Old Dominion has leased from Bryce Mountain Resort,
located just outside the quaint town of Orkney Springs and nestled among the trees at the foot of Great
North Mountain in the Shenandoah Valley. There are no hookups and no running water for human
consumption, but horse water is available.
